The property occupies an elevated 
position over looking parkland and 
situated in a popular residential area of 
Swinton.

Kingslea was built in 1890 in the Mock 
Tudor design. It was in use as a private 
family residence until 1932.    
 
The Salford Registrar for Births, Deaths 
and Marriages used the building until 
2007. 
 
The property occupies a site area of 
approximately 0.411 acres shown edged 
red on the attached plan. Rights of 
access are granted by Deed over the 
common access point from Barton Road. 
 
The three-storey building provides office 
accommodation with the benefit of cellar 
storage and a single storey extension to  
the rear. Floor plans are available upon 
request. 
 
Although it is the Council’s preference for 
the building to be retained, the Council 
will consider alternative development 
proposals. The property is offered for 
sale with options for existing use 
(commercial), residential conversion and 
or redevelopment of the site.  
 
Although not a statutorily protected Listed 
Building, the existing building is locally 
listed Grade A by Salford City Council. In 

considering any application to demolish 
the building, regard will be had to the 
merits of retaining the building for its 
existing use, against the merits of 
redevelopment. 
 
It shall be the responsibility of 
prospective purchasers to consult with 
the Urban Vision’s Development Control 
Planning department and to ascertain 
that their proposed use or possible 
redevelopment proposals are acceptable.  
 
The property is offered Freehold and free 
from rent charge.
